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Principal's Message

Greetings from Alonsa School. We are less than
one month until the end of the school year for
2013/2014. It was a fast year with lots of
activity and learning happening.

Next week the Provincial Exams begin with the
Grade 12 ELA exams. The week of June 9 to 13
is the week of the Provincial Math Exams. The
following week, June 16 to 20 is the week of
school exams. These next few weeks will go by
quickly.

The graduation ceremony is set for Saturday,
June 21 in the Gym. All students graduating will
be counting down the days till that date. There
is always a lot of last minute preparations that
arise as the day gets closer.

The awards ceremony is set for Wednesday,
June 25 in the 6Gym. All students from Grade k
to 11 will be receiving awards based upon their
performances.

The timetable has been finalized and it is now
set to run 6 periods. Periods 1, 2, 5, and 6 will be
45-minute period that will continue all year.
Periods 3 and 4 are 70 minute periods that will
run for the semester. Because of the change in
scheduling, the day is split into two equivalent

halves. This requires a rescheduling of the lunch
time period from 11:45 ftill 12:45.

Students will again be going to McCreary and
Glenella for shops. The grade 11 and 12 students
will be going the first semester while the grade
9 and 10s will be going the second semester to
McCreary. Any students, who have not previously
enrolled in automotive but wants automotive, will
be going to Glenella in the first semester. Any
students, who have had one level of automotive,
will be going to Glenella during the second
semester.

Next year, there will be K/1, 2/3 and 4/5 as
combined classes. The grades 6, 7 and 8 classes
will be stand-alone classes. The math will be split
for all grades from Grade 4 to 12. The Grade 7
will be taking a greater part of the senior high
break and activities.

Transition and orientation meetings have been
held during May. Information was passed along
to those in attendance. If there are questions
about next year's timetable or course selections
please contact the school.

The slide show of local veterans is being
prepared for the Remembrance Day ceremony.
If there are additional veterans who have not
been included, they can be added at any time.
